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Fairfax County Near Miss Report Summary

This Near Miss / Dangerous Location (NM) report is Northern Virginia Families for Safe Streets (NoVA
FSS) first summary of the NM data collected that we are publishing and sending to the local
jurisdictional traffic and police authorities, relevant policymakers and the public at large.

The purpose of the summary NM report is to identify and analyze intersections or locations on
Fairfax's roads where people in the community feel unsafe when walking or biking. We are sharing
this crowdsourced data with FCPD, FC DOT, VDOT, Fairfax County Board of Supervisors plus Ffx FSS
members and the public at large. This report focuses primarily on the NM incidents collected in
Fairfax County since January 2023. Selected locations may have only one or two NM reports, but we

decided to publish these reports because of the illuminating insight provided by that submission.

We welcome suggestions on how our NM summary report can be improved. We recognize that one
of NoVA FSS’s challenge is to collect more NM submissions along the high pedestrian / bike crash
corridors in Fairfax. We hope to raise awareness of the NM survey in the communities located along

these high crash corridors and welcome ideas & volunteers to help us achieve such a goal.

Analysis-Trends in Types in Near Miss Reports

This report analyzes changes in traffic incident

classifications, revealing key trends since 2023.

* Most reports (~60) were categorized as
Near Miss incidents, meaning close calls
that didn't result in accidents.

location), with fewer than 10 for each.

January 1, 2023 and Later:

« While Near Miss incidents are still the most common, they have decreased to 16
« Dangerous Location reports, indicating specific areas identified as hazardous, have increased to 10.
« Both incidents, have risen to 7, showing more areas are being recognized for multiple risks.

- When the term “Near Miss” in quotations is used going forward in this report, it is meant to represent

both cases.



Analysis - Trends in Recurrence Incidents
and Child Presence in Reports

Increased Awareness of Child-Related Incidents:
« Since 2023, there has been a noticeable rise in reports involving children. This could either
reflect a growing awareness of child safety in traffic zones or an actual increase in incidents

where children are at risk.

Rise in Recurring Incidents:
« A significant spike in recurring incidents starting around January 2023 points to
persistent safety hazards that have yet to be resolved. This trend highlights the need for

more effective, sustained safety interventions in certain areas.

Before 2023:

« Majority: ~60 incidents classified as Near Miss.
 Fewer Reports: Incidents classified as Dangerous Location or Both were significantly
lower by 75% and 95% respectively

After January 1, 2023:

« Dangerous Location Reports: Increased to about 75% of the number of reported Near
Miss locations.

« Both (Near Miss & Dangerous Location): Increased to about 50% of the number of the
pure Near Miss reports.

This shows a rise in incidents being recognized as hazardous, highlighting the growing need

for attention to persistent safety issues at this location.

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Analysis - Increasing Trend of Recurring &
Child Presence in the Reports

Increased Awareness of Child-Related Incidents:
- The rise in reports involving children after January 1, 2023 may reflect either heightened
awareness of child safety or an actual increase in incidents affecting children. Pre Jan 2023
children were only identified as present 7% of the time but post Jan 2023 children were

reported to be present 60% of the time.

Rise in Recurring Incidents:

A jump to almost 80% of the reports registered that the incidents were recurring events
after Jan 2023 versus 12% pre-2023 highlights ongoing safety concerns that remain
unresolved, indicating the need for more effective and sustained interventions.

These trends underscore the importance of addressing persistent risks, particularly for

vulnerable pedestrians like children.
